Writing Sentences
Nouns – naming words that tell us who or what the sentence is about. They are people, places, or things. Ex. boy, Sally, dog, Edmonton, library, box, pen

Verbs – action words that tell us what the noun is doing. Ex. run, walk, think, eat, bake, balance
Sentences always start with a capital letter and end with punctuation. Basic sentences have a noun and a verb that we connect to tell the reader what the noun is doing. This tells us who and what. For example. The boy is running.

We can add another noun to the sentence to tell us where it is happening. Example: The boy is running to the park. (called a subject noun)
We can also add another noun to the sentence to tell us what/who it is happening to. Example – The boy is eating an apple. (called an object noun)
Sentences cannot start with AND, BUT, SO, FOR, OR, BECAUSE, or ALSO – these are connecting words that put two parts together to make one sentence. They go in the middle of sentences.

Pronouns – pronouns are words that we can use instead of a noun, after we have already used the noun. She, he, we, they, his, her. Example - Mary walked to the store because she liked it.
Proper nouns – proper nouns are nouns that are the names of people or places. They always have a capital letter for the first letter. Example -  Sheila, Edmonton, Patrick, etc.

Compound Sentences – one sentence that has a conjunction in the middle. You could take the conjunction out and add a period to make two complete sentences.
Conjunctions – connecting words: and, or, so, but, because, nor, for
Example: I went to the store and my brother went to the park.
*Notice that the part of the sentence before “and” makes sense by itself. The part of the sentence after “and” also makes sense by itself.
Practice making compound sentences by answering these questions:
1. What did you do when you got home from school yesterday?
2. What do you usually do on the weekends?
3. What do you usually do during a school day?

Making Lists – when you make a list you give the reader a series of names or objects. An example might be a list of things that you did last night. When you make a list, you use a comma to separate every item. Before the last item, you add “and.”
Example – Last night I got home, made dinner, had a shower, walked my dogs, made my lunch, and went to bed.
